It was my very first visit
there, but | can guarantee, it will not be my last. |
was most impressed with all that they do for
people without sight in helping them to perform
their activities of daily living to lead productive
lives in the world we live in.

| can tell you that any monies we send to LWSB
are used for a wonderful cause. These people
who go through the program there go out into the
world to provide a living for themselves, so by
supporting LWSB with our donations, we play a
vital role in helping someone to help themselves.
The cost to put someone through this program is
roughly $4950.00 a month. The average length
of stay for someone is five months. So for just
one person to go through Lions World is almost
$25,000. | think that is a small price to pay for
allowing someone to gain the knowledge they
need to take care of themselves monetarily for
the rest of their lives.

Last year there were 23 Texans who went
through the program at Lions World. The cost of

training these individuals is reimbursed to a
degree by our state, but the defrayed costs are
dependent on our contributions. In 2008-09 after
the breakdown of the service costs and
reimbursements, Texas was about $74,000 short
of funding our students who attended Lions
World Services for the Blind. | challenge us to do
better this year. Folks, we make a difference in
these people’s lives and futures. Seeing what
they overcome after being at Lions World brings
a smile to your face and a warm feeling in your
heart.

Perhaps you are going to the USA/Canada
Forum in Memphis this month.
