Governor Margie s Schedule 
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District Entities 

W hat is a Lions Club, if it s not 
somehow working on vision 

care?   . . .  And what Club doesn t 
somehow work on projects involving 
children?  If you re like most Clubs, you 
do both.  Personally, I ve been involved 
with 3 clubs over 37 years that have 
literally spent hundreds of thousands of 
dollars putting new eyeglasses on 
children.  Yet we didn t make a dent in 
the number of children who needed help.  
At anywhere from $75 - $125 for an 
exam, frames, & lenses, we just ran out 
of budgeted money too quickly.  
Frustrating? . . . You bet! 

Enter TLERC s (Texas Lions Eyeglass 
Recycling Center) lens laboratory and 
the new Children s Eyeglass Program 
that is available to any Lions Club.  How 
does a brand new pair of glasses for $14 
sound?  With a grant from Sight First II, 
TLERC now has state of the art 
computerized lens cutting equipment 
that is capable of producing prescription 
lenses at a rapid pace.  (Note:  some 

specialty lenses are more costly, but 
glasses should range from $14 - $18/
pair.) 

Many Clubs already do the screening 
programs at their local schools, Boys & 
Girls Clubs, orphanages, etc., and many 
already have optometrists, who will 
examine (for free) those children who 
appear to need glasses from those 
screenings.  (If you aren t that far yet, let 
TLERC help your District or Club get 
going on a screening program.  We can 
provide the training and help you get the 
equipment needed.) 

After the examinations and screenings, 
the problem has been the cost of having 
to buy the glasses at retail or even at 
discounted prices from retail shops.  
While many optometrists, opticians, and 
optical shops are doing a great service 
by discounting glasses for Lions Club 
projects, because of overhead (rent, 
employees, etc., etc.), they can only go 
so far.  However, since we are a Lions 

funded project, TLERC can get down to 
pure cost. 

With the TLERC program we will send 
you a supply of new frames for both 
boys and girls, prior to your eye exam 
session with the eye doctor.  Those 
children needing prescription glasses 
then select a frame.  The Club sends the 
frame to TLERC with the prescription 
attached.  TLERC will send them back in 
a few days with the prescribed lenses in 
the frames.  That s it! 

Don t wait.  School has started and now 
is when the need for glasses really 
surfaces.  If your Club or District is 
interested, please contact PDG Dave

Organ and Eye Bank 

Vance Oakes 
1st VP, LOEB 

T he Lions Organ and Eye Bank 
(LOEB) took the Mobile Vision Unit 

to Glen Rose on Friday, Aug. 7 for their 
annual health fair. Lions Clayton 
Meissner, Lindy Toner and Vance Oakes 
attended. 68 people were screened for 
visual acuity and, as needed, for 
glaucoma. 

Transplant Services of the Southwestern 
Medical Center in Dallas, which the 
LOEB partners with, for all of 2008 had 
252 corneas/eyes, 51 skin, 68 bones, 19 
hearts for valves, 7 cartilage and 19 vein 
donations. There were 363 corneas 

transplanted from Lions District 2-E2 
donors, and there were 210 corneas 
transplanted to recipients living in District 
2-E2. Finally, there were 1,861 
musculoskeletal tissue distributions. 

The Ft. Worth Adult Eye Clinic held 3 full 
day and 1 half day sessions during July. 
47 patients had eye exams and all 47 
received eyeglasses. 2 were referred for 
glaucoma, 1 for cataracts and 2 for 
Diabetic Retinopathy. 

The Eyeglass Recycling Center holds 
sessions on the 2nd and 3rd Saturdays 
every month. If your club would like a 
program on Eyeglass Recycling, contact 
Lion Vance Oakes at 817-346-0789 or 
vance.oakes@sbcglobal.net. 

The Diabetic Essay Contest will be held 
at the Mid-Winter Conference. The 
subject will be Diabetes  The Epidemic 
is Here . Applications will soon be on the 
LOEB web site.

Fund) had an organizational meeting at 
IPDG Don Yandell s office on August 
23rd.

2. Arrange time before the meeting for the Governor to meet your members. 

3. International requires the Governor to meet with your Board of Directors; arrange this after your meeting. 

4. It is appropriate for the club to invite the Region and Zone Chairmen to this meeting. 

5. Have local media coverage if possible. 

6. Members should rise and applaud at the beginning and end of the presentation.  This is a courtesy to the office, not 
the person. 

7. Order of seating, if present, is as follows: 

Spouse always sits on member s or guest s right EXCEPT that no lady should be seated at the end of the table or left of the 
podium unless a Lion officer is a woman. 

Introductions: 

Individual recognition of all Lion dignitaries should be made only once, and that should be done by the presiding officer 
of the occasion.  Other speakers addressing the audience should recognize the head table as follows: 

Presiding Officer (such as District Governor, Lion President) other Lion dignitaries, Ladies and guests . . . 

 

Repetitious recognition of each Lion dignitary be each speaker at an occasion has long been considered needless and 
boring.  Your use of this procedure will be appreciated by all as well as a hoped for improvement.
